Dear Brushy Meadows Pool Members,

We are getting ready for the pool opening! The following is the schedule for use:

     Monday, May 17   Swim Team starts afternoon practices.  
     Saturday, May 29rd  Pool opens for homeowners!  Pool party starts at noon!

At the request of many homeowners, the pool will stay open until Sept. 19th!!
Please use your key fob from last year to access the pool.  This key fob works similar to a grocery store bonus card; just hold it in front of the reader at the gate.  Your pool key fob will be delivered to you if you did not have a fob last year and your dues have been paid in full. If you need a new key fob because you lost yours, please contact Associated Management Group at (888) 227-9890 during business hours, to arrange payment of $15.  Once you have paid, every attempt will be made to make sure you receive your new fob within 48 business hours.   Key fobs will only be given to the homeowner. 

These key fobs will NOT be replaced every year, please keep your key fob from season to season.  The cost to replace a lost key fob is $15.
Homeowners who have a key fob are permitted to use the pool during daylight hours only. It is necessary to use the key fob to enter and to exit (including when a lifeguard is on duty). Always be sure the gate closes and locks after entry and exit. DO NOT PROP THE GATE OPEN OR OPEN THE GATE FOR ANYONE WHO DOES NOT HAVE HIS OR HER OWN KEY FOB.  
All members and guests will be required to sign in upon arrival.

NO ONE under 18 is permitted to use the pool without ADULT supervision when there is no lifeguard on duty. Due to insurance and safety concerns this rule will be strictly enforced. Violators will lose their pool privileges. Emergency Contact Forms are required for any children age 11-17 that will be swimming at the pool this summer without adult supervision. Please complete the enclosed form if it applies to any children in your family. An envelope will be hanging on the bulletin board by the Pepsi machine to return the completed forms or you may give one to the lifeguard.

Please take the time to read over the Pool Rules and Regulations. If you have any questions or concerns regarding pool activity, we encourage you to contact Associated Management Group.

POOL RULES AND REGULATIONS

2010
     The pool is for the enjoyment of homeowners who have paid their dues and swim team members who have paid for a pool membership.  These rules and regulations are meant to clarify and provide for the enjoyment and safety of members and protection of pool property.  The pool and grounds are the property of the Brushy Meadows Homeowners.  Please help take care of the property by cleaning up after yourselves and by requiring your children to obey the lifeguards and these rules. 

     The lifeguards have the authority to enforce the pool rules and remove anyone from the pool who does not comply with these regulations.  Names of violators will be recorded and reported to the pool Management Company and Board of Directors for appropriate action. Article XI (b) and (d) of the Restrictive and Protective Covenants authorizes the Association to establish and enforce reasonable rules and regulations for the use of the common areas and to suspend the right to use the recreational facilities for any infraction of the rules.

USE OF POOL

 Age:  Children 10 and under must be accompanied by an adult 18 or over. Children age 11-17 may swim without adult supervision while lifeguard is present provided they have passed a swim test administered by a lifeguard during break time and have emergency numbers on file at the pool.  Sufficient swimming skills and maturity are necessary. Anyone displaying unsuitable behavior will be asked to leave by the lifeguard and will be permitted to return only after a meeting with the lifeguard, parent and a Board Member. Lifeguards are not baby-sitters!


Adult Swim: Adult swim means NO children under 18 can be in the pool during the 10 minute adult swim time with the exception of children under the age of 3 in adult arms. Children will not be permitted to sit on the steps or on the edge of the pool during this time. This will be enforced! 


Kiddy Pool:  The Kiddy Pool is limited to children age 5 and under with an adult monitoring their activity at all times.  Please do not allow children over the age of 5 in the pool.
Guests:  The number of guests accompanying a member is limited to 2 per visit. Residents under 18 are limited to 2 guests per visit. A Board Member must approve any exceptions. Members are responsible for the actions of their guests and all guests must follow all rules that apply to members.  If this policy is abused, it will be necessary to limit the number of times a member may bring guests to the pool. A member of the host family must accompany and register all guests with the lifeguard upon arrival at the pool and remain at the pool during their visit. No current resident of Brushy Meadows can be the guest of any pool member.  Guests 10 and under must be accompanied by an adult resident at all times.

Identification:  Members and guests will be required to sign in as they enter the pool and to identify themselves to the lifeguard, when requested, by showing their key fob and ID.

Private Parties:  Brushy Meadows does not allow private parties in the pool area at any time.  No member or lifeguard has the authority to close the pool for such an event. Any violations should be reported to Association Management Group or a Board Member.

HEALTH AND SAFETY

Dress:  All children who are not potty trained MUST wear “swim diapers”.  The “swim diapers” must have tight fitting elastic legs and waist. Disposable diapers are not allowed due to safety and sanitary reasons.   Swimsuits are the only attire allowed in the pool. No cut-offs or street clothes.

Behavior: Running, pushing, towel snapping or any other boisterous, rowdy or inappropriate behavior will not be permitted, as a safety concern. Skateboards, roller blades, bicycles and scooters or any other similar devices are prohibited from the pool area. There is NO diving permitted at any time at any place in the pool.  The diving platforms are for the use of the swim team members during practice and meet times only.  All other persons are prohibited from using or playing on them.  NO ONE is to climb, sit on or use the lifeguard stand at anytime under any circumstances.

MISCELLANEOUS:  

-Persons with open wounds or skin rashes (i.e. poison ivy), whether covered or not, are not permitted in the pool.

-No pets or animals are permitted in the pool or within the fenced pool area.

-No glass containers of any kind are permitted in the pool area. 

-Only flotation devices intended for one person are permitted and used when the pool is not crowded or impeding the use of other bathers. This is at the discretion of the lifeguard.

-Children are not permitted to move pool furniture.  

-Swimmers are requested to remove all loose metal objects before using the pool (pins, jewelry, etc.)

-No chewing gum allowed.

-Each person using the pool area is required to keep the pool area clean, neat and orderly.

-Adults have priority access to chairs and lounges.  


          

-SMOKING will be permitted in designated “Smoking Section” only. Please remove any    cigarette butts when leaving.

-Lost & Found items that are not claimed will be donated to charity.

-The pool will be closed when necessary for maintenance, cleaning or inclement weather at the discretion of the lifeguard.

KEY FOB ACCESS TO POOL
    2010
Members who have received a key fob are permitted to use the pool. A lifeguard will be on duty as per the enclosed schedule and use at other times will be “SWIM AT YOUR OWN RISK”.   

Hours:  The pool may be used during daylight hours only.  DHEC regulations prohibit pool use after dark since there are no deck or pool lights.  This will require homeowners to be alert to anyone who may violate this rule. Use of the pool after dark is considered to be a violation of the pool rules and subject to suspension of use of the pool.

Access:  Members, who have paid their annual dues, will be able to obtain one key fob per family.  If a key fob is lost the cost to replace the key fob will be $15.00.   YOU WILL NOT RECEIVE A NEW KEY FOB EACH YEAR; YOU WILL USE THE SAME KEY FOB FROM SEASON TO SEASON.  It will be necessary to use the key fob to enter and to exit at all times including when there is a lifeguard on duty. Always be sure the gate closes and locks after entry and exit. Please do not open the gate for anyone who does not have their own key fob.  Do not give, loan or allow anyone else to use the key fob that has been assigned to you, to do so will be subject to loss of pool privileges. 

Age: An adult must accompany children under 18 when using the pool without a lifeguard on duty.  There are no exceptions to this rule.

Homeowners who receive a key fob will be required to sign an agreement that they have read the pool rules and agree to abide by them.
